The following DRESS CODE must be followed at both the audition and the recital; failure to do so will result inimmediate
disqualification.
Ladies: Dresses or skirts of adequate length (at least to the knee when seated).
Dress pants are allowed, no jeans or tight pants.
Appard isto be modest and non-revealing; no side slits or spaghetti straps.
Gentlemen: Dressor “polo” type shirt are required. Slacks arerequired. Ties, vest, suit coat or jacket are recommended
but not required.
All: Dress shoes are required for the auditions and the recital: no sneakers, gym, tennis, or boat shoes; no platform
shoes (soles which are greater than oneinch). Hair must be neat and out of your face.
