This information is given to the conductors, and is used for the
program and certificates so accuracy is very important. Please show the database to your students for
accurate spelling.

 It is the teacher’s responsibility to place all dates and times of concert and rehearsals on the student
information form. Place the signed student information form in the student’s black notebook before
the first rehearsal. The teacher will be contacted after the first rehearsal if this signed completed form is
not in their student’s notebook. This applies to adult students and teachers

At no time are the committee member’s telephone numbers or email addresses to be given to parents.
